LUBRICATION (required after each spool of wire)
AND MAINTAINANCE: see page 5 of Magnatek Manual

IMPORTANT! In order for the stitchers to operate
properly, the felt wire wipes MUST be rotated and
dampened with SAE 20W oil before each new spool
of wire (50,000 to 70,000 stitches). Replace felt
pads when they become so dirty that they cannot be
rotated to a clean spot.
